This account of Jonah’s adventure in ministry is taken from
the Hebrew Old Testament, and retold in the O’odham
language (Papago/Pima), the mother tongue of over
35,000 people, living in dozens of villages and towns in
Arizona and Sonora.

The writing system used here is based on the natural laws
of sound equivalents by which the language adopted
hundreds of words and names from the Spanish of Mexico
before the Gadsden purchase in 1854. After the purchase,
several changes occurred in adapting to English.

Dialect alternatives are given here, separated by /, as in
kanaho/wahliko ‘boat.” Letters in italics indicate sounds
that are omitted in certain dialects and contexts, as in the
noun marker reg, and the future marker wo.

Since 1953, a number of books have been published in this
system. The series includes a dictionary, a book of legends,
the New Testament, stories from the Old Testament and
from the New testament, hymn books, literacy books, and
kinship terms.
